To combat the harm ( A ) to Florida’s Everglades swamp ecosystem by invasive Burmese pythons, scientists
have been exploring a range of innovative strategies. These snakes, native to Southeast Asia, ( B ) first introduced
to the region in the 1980s — most likely through the release of exotic pets.
